Brown Marmorated Stink Bug
· The brown marmorated stink bug, or BMSB, is a pest that poses a significant threat to Australia’s horticulture industries. 
· It feeds on over 300 agricultural and ornamental plant species, including vegetables and fruit. 
· It can be a social amenity pest, because BMSB seek shelter in large numbers in houses, factories and machinery over winter.
· This nasty pest is also a hitchhiker, stowing away in all manner of imported goods and personal effects, including suitcases.
· It is a seasonal pest, with the risk of BMSB hitchhiking to Australia increasing between September to April each year. 
· During this period, enhanced measures are put in place to manage that risk.  
· This includes specific import conditions for target countries and goods, as well as offshore fumigation requirements. 
· BMSB has continued to spread overseas and it poses an increasing risk for Australia, our industries, and our plant health. 
· If you are importing to Australia, make sure you follow our conditions to help keep Australia free from BMSB.
· And if you see something you suspect is BMSB at our borders or within Australia, report it immediately. 
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
